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SUBARU CUP 2010 

TECHNICAL REGS 

INTRODUCTION

1. The following technical regs are as set out in accordance with the MSA format and it should be clearly understood that unless it says clearly that you CAN DO IT, you should work on the principle you CANNOT. Whilst every effort has been made to ensure the information is accurate it is the driver’s responsibility to ensure their car meets MSA Blue Book regulations in all matters, particularly on safety.

Note: in all instances where the series regs state options are “free”, all variations and modifications must be done in accordance with MSA Blue Book regs.

2. STANDARD 

The word standard means just that. No modifications mechanically or physically to the car as sold by the manufacturer, unless otherwise stated within these regulations. Where parts are replaced they should be with manufacturers components from the manufacturer’s parts list for the model being raced. In the interest of cost non-generic replacement parts can be used, where they can be shown and proven to be of the same material, manufacturing process, form, shape, function and fit without modification as the original.

3. DESCRIPTION

The SUBARU CUP is for the IMPREZA model only. Run in three classes. PRODUCTION CLASS for the WRX model  up to 2000 and MODIFIED CLASSS up to 300BHP and MODIFIED UP TO 500BHP for any Impreza conforming to the technical regulations. All production cars must comply with [though do not need] MOT requirements [Excluding emissions], There is no need for an MOT certificate road tax or insurance unless driven to the circuits. All cars should be prepared to presentable and mechanically sound condition for motorsport.   

4. SAFETY

Drivers should ensure that both they and their cars conform in every way with the MSA Blue Book, with specific regard to safety matters. You are particularly drawn to, though not exclusively, the installation of roll cage, race seat, extinguisher, cut off switches and your race clothing. Ensure they all conform to current regulations as these can change from year to year.. 

5. CHASSIS

PRODUCTION . No chassis stiffening allowed apart from that derived from fitting a roll cage and strut braces front & rear.

 6. CAR - Exterior

 PRODUCTION . No alterations to standard body work which must retain its original silhouette. Any production type rear wing allowed . Standard wing mirrors must be retained, original number of wiper blades must remain and function, although washer systems may be removed. All weather strips/channels must remain. Towing eyes to be painted Yellow/Orange/Red.  Any replacement body panels must be original shape material, and thickness, No modifications may be made to or material removed from body work other than as repairs. Exterior trim should remain standard. No widening of the wheel arches is permitted. No holes drilled or ducts added for any purpose. Bonnet and engine covers to be in normal closed position, no non standard gaps. No use of tape to fill shut lines. Bonnet pins fitted as Blue Book.

7. CAR - Interior

PRODUCTION  Drivers seat may be replaced, and passenger seat ,floor coverings and roof linings removed, dash must remain in situ but radio/stereo units/speakers, heater system and associated ducting/wiring as well as the spare wheel, and tools, may be removed. Steering wheel can be replaced. Glass Sunroofs if fitted must be removed . Electric window motors and door cards can be removed but must be replaced as per blue book regulations. Instruments to remain standard. 

MODIFIED free. All cars must be fitted with as a minimum MSA or FIA approved roll cage in accordance with blue book..

8. GROUND CLEARANCE

It is permitted to alter the ride height but the car must be no less than the min designated by the blue book for saloon car racing with driver on board stationary or moving.

9. ENGINE

PRODUCTION The engines are to be run in standard specification. No internal performance enhancing modifications to the engine are allowed. The use of standard or standard pattern parts /components only to be used for rebuilds which should be within the tolerances set down by the manufacturers. A maximum of 265bhp is allowed at the flywheel  

MODIFIED free [ air restrictors will be introduced to regulate power]   

a] PRODUCTION Oil/Water Cooling - Radiators to be standard in terms of capacity and location , no additional ducting. Standard sump to be retained but it may be baffled. Oil pump may be uprated 

MODIFIED free.

b] INDUCTION SYSTEM– PRODUCTION air filter free,  turbo should be production specification for manufacturers model raced or direct replacement  - no upgrades.

[air restrictor to ensure conformity to power restrictions will be introduced and be obligatory for 2011].  

c] EXHAUST SYSTEM—PRODUCTION Standard manifold to be retained, remainder beyond turbo including silencer free. 

MODIFIED free 

In all cases ensure it meets the noise requirements as designated in the blue book .

d] IGNITION SYSTEM– PRODUCTION . Production spec ECU for model raced only to be used [no remapping]. Plugs and leads are free. Push button starter allowed.

e] FUEL SYSTEM– PRODUCTION Fuel pump may be uprated , fuel lines, filter are free, MODIFIED free 

10. SUSPENSION -PRODUCTION 

a] Permitted – Uprated/lowered springs are permitted ,Coilovers / adjustable uprated dampers are permitted providing they mount on the standard mounts. Anti roll bars are free, but must not be adjustable by driver when seated. Adjustability of suspension geometry is limited to that provided by the vehicle manufacturers for standard suspension. Standard chassis bump stops must be fitted in the standard position. Polybush replacements are permitted

b] Prohibited – Modifications to suspension pick up points Cockpit adjustable antiroll bars, Offset or adjustable suspension strut mounts Adjustable spring platforms and hub carrier brackets , dampers with remote reservoirs, Rose joints/rod ends in any suspension component.  Any modification which restricts a wheel from reaching its fully dropped position.

c] Wheelbase and track to remain standard for the model being raced.

11. TRANSMISSION

PRODUCTION Must remain as standard gearboxes, ratios etc for the model being raced no internal modifications allowed. No LSD or torque biasing differentials, unless manufacturers production specification. Uprated Clutch may be used.

12. ELECTRICS

PRODUCTION Ignition system standard, plugs and leads free. All lights to remain operative as per MOT standards. LED rain light to be fitted in accordance with Blue Book regulations. Batteries may be repositioned, no external slave batteries to be used. Car must be capable of repetitive starts of main/only battery. A fully working and standard alternator and pulley must be fitted. Engine cut-off switch fitted in accordance with Blue Book. The car’s key starting mechanism can be replaced with a push button starter. 

MODIFIED free.

13. BRAKES

PRODUCTION Discs must be Subaru originals or of standard type & pattern/size/material as originals to max 295mm diameter. No cross drilling or grooving allowed,  pads free, hoses free. Calipers original fit or 4 pot only original Subaru manufacturer or patterned replica’s Brembo callipers and discs specifically prohibited. Hand brake standard and must function in accordance with MOT standards. ABS may be used if original fitment or disengaged.

14. WHEELS/STEERING

PRODUCTION/MODIFIED.  Wheel rims can be any size up to 17” dia . After market may be used if they conform to the size requirements . Steering locks to be rendered inoperative unless cars are driven to the circuit, in accordance with Blue Book.  

MODIFIED may run up to 18” rims 

15. TYRES

PRODUCTION  & MODIFIED any Toyo/Federal/Silverstone treaded tyre listed in blue book.

Wet tyres free. Tyres MUST be purchased from Service & Sport or Red Dragon.  

16. VEHICLE WEIGHTS 

PRODUCTION Min weight for car, driver and residual fuel at the end of race /practice to be 1200kg’s 

MODIFIED same.

17. FUEL TANK/FUEL

PRODUCTION Tanks must be standard in type and position and incorporate a non return valve in vent system and meet any Blue Book safety regs. 

MODIFIED free .   

Pump fuel only in all cases no additives 

18. SILENCING

All vehicles must comply with current MSA regulations
